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Introduction:

The Mason Family in America has an amazing histordyerd@ are 5 distinct
branches of this English family in North America diieh we will only be discussing
three that came to The American Colonies in the varly gears of American History.
What allot of modern American Family historians, gengisks and writers conducting
studies of this English Family don't realize when theyeton a project to study one
branch of this very large family, is that they wemreatly well distributed in the Colonies
by the beginning of our Revolutionary War. A person readigds to have a better
understanding of the Family’s distribution in the AmanicColonies to be able to
determine, with some sort of accuracy, of which farorgnch an individual or two or
three people are descended from.

Such is the case with our three focus individuals, Daviedon of early Roane
County, Tennessee history and his sister Jane Mason aeeped with her family to
Old Lawrence County (Missouri Territory 1816) Arkansas aathiiniel Mason also of
Early Roane County history and later of Jackson Codm@gnessee.

Most “Official” early historical Records of these é¢arindividuals (prior to being
found in Roane County Tennessee) are virtually non-exisigy longer as the places
where they lived, married, and were baptized had beegeduay the fires of The
Revolutionary War, The War of 1812, which saw the burninglexandria, Virginia by
the British after the cities surrender to them in 181diten The courthouse burnings
during the Civil War. This is not to mention the otheretess fires and floods that
occurred to many early Courthouses just by human ersn@riatus later dates, which
destroyed Tax Roles, Land Purchase Documents and otketiasdocuments relative to
their births and deaths. A very good archive howeveralmerson can start with though
when researching these individuals, is the Roane CoumtgaBegical Archive in
Kingston, Tennessee. They have been, over their gpéarseration, a collecting point for
much of the history of Daniel and Nathaniel Mason madily to one of their local
historians, Snyder Roberts. To him and his early efforthtonicle the lives of these
people, we would like to dedicate this volume of researohtahese three individuals.

There was also the normal early history of middleaadtern North Carolina
that kept Official Records of Pioneering people from bé&t. This part of the country
saw thousands of early eastern seaboard American’s puséstgavd from North and
South Carolina and Virginia through the various Rivera&as and Mountain Gaps of the
Blue Ridge of Southern Appalachia. After the end of theoRgonary War, these
people went west to seek out their own “Manifest Destofythe American Frontier
Wilderness on The Cumberland Plateau. These and furthgs poithe Old Spanish
Territory west of the Mississippi were the “Westeants”. There weren’t any
courthouses around in America’s wilderness, where tlese people and countless
others, who found themselves as Pioneers on the Froha#enging the Great
Wilderness, could record the births of their childrerherdeaths of loved ones they lost
while on the trail. There were only the courthousesthadChurch Vestry’s back east in
Virginia or North Carolina but none that traveled alevith the leading wave of these
brave American people. The pioneers who challengedudged land came to it with the
hope of finding good fertile soil they could settle on; vehirey could build their
families, farms and homes.



The other access point to the Cumberland Plateau Brard during this same
period of time was at the far northern end of Virgisi@reat Shenandoah Valley. Many
people from Northern Virginia, Pennsylvania, Massachwsettl points even further
northeast also moved over the Blue Ridge and the Allelybountains on the western
edge of West Virginia to the promise of the rich saitsl grasses of the KEN-TUCK-EE.
There was an abundance of tall grasses for theitdieksand boasted of many fresh
water springs and streams. This was a land where gamesider, Buffalo, Elk and
smaller animals abounded in great numbers. Of coursiee iNorth, this migration
started much earlier because of the Ohio River Vall@gatlon. It was the Inland
Theater of our own French and Indian War as welhasimerican Revolutionary War.
The Ohio River Valley is where the British acquired tiiee French forts along the River
that they had won as a result of the French andnndiar who had as their allies, the
Confederated Indian Tribes fighting with them, who wamey much to keep the
encroaching European White Man from migrating westward.eleady European
settlers sometimes desecrated the lands that helgifits Snd the Graves of Native
American Grandfathers for hundreds of generations past.

As you can imagine, these were also lawless timebeRrontier and many
people had to remember and live by their own personalmsystealues instilled in them
during their up bringing in the good homes and churches backTégstrealized right
from wrong as far as the Law was concerned and thbeedwd not have any respect for
their fellow Pioneers, found a taste of “Frontier b@Steventually catching up to them.
People knew instinctively how to treat and respect otlmrelers as they traveled
westward but unfortunately what this wave of White Europ@arerican Expansionism
did to the Native American Peoples of North Ameritéhie 1800's was more than just
tragic.

There were, however, those people who made their nvie j supporting their
families by living on both sides of the Eastern Laaswe might discuss later. The Law
didn’t come to these new lands until Pioneering peopldséatled into small wilderness
“settlements” where they eventually established theim system of Governance. It was
almost as if the darker side of Humanity created a w&t€rime” that preceded many
settlements before the establishment of a Good, Soundianslydtem of Laws were
made that everyone in these frontier communities douddoy. This negative side of
Human Nature preceded and moved along with the Americanvpestivard all the way
to the Pacific Ocean in later years. This is what nrade like Judge Issac Parker (a
Milligan Family Descendant), “The Hanging Judge of FtitBhso famous in Ft. Smith,
Arkansas and his jurisdiction into parts of the Wes#anerican Frontier later on in
history. He actually hired a group of Marshals to travigh whe push westward that
brought some of these people living in the lawless Vs to Ft. Smith to stand trial
for their crimes against the good, God Fearing folk vilredland labored by the laws of
the east. This was not the case in the initial pustwaed from the Southern Blue Ridge
in the early days of American expansionism into Tesae and Kentucky. Many
Pioneers had to learn about Frontier Bushwakers, Mur@laisves and River Pirates on
the Ohio and Mississippi Rivers. They also had to cahtéth the swindlers and
counterfitters that also found their way to many ofgh@ll communities along these
Rivers, exchanging their bad homemade currencies doredl currency of the time.



In this volume of Research Results however, werginegtto re-establish these
three Mason Family individuals with their proper lineatfes the various records that
were kept and handed down by their descendants, theirdarailid other people who
knew them. We realize the significance of this and nvaimy will read this document
will say, “Gee, for you to make this claim, | would hawesee a document of birth or
other such writing.” Well, the truth is that therstjaren’t very many documents left to
see; only what has been handed down in the family’ssbk®s as no one wishes to see
their ancestors forgotten and lost to the ravages af, WWe normal passage of time and
the process of natural decay. “Real’ genealogistsowiilge at this and so be it. We
found what we found and we are going to display our reselschveries in this
document never the less.

The early historical work Pioneered and written by SnyadyeRs in his, “ Early
History of Roane County Tennessee” was indeed a vesflert effort in his research of
Daniel and Nathaniel Mason and their subsequent marriatgethe Brashears Family.
However the celebrated Mr. Roberts did not have irl869's, when he assembled his
research and put his book together, the benefit of compedeesearch as we do today.
Mr. Roberts as a life long resident of Roane Coungnriessee relied instead on the
documents that did survive the early history of Roane Counttywere currently
available to him from various Archives in the area whenresearch phase of his book
was being put together. Since then, his work was so gdoeak stood the test of time,
even into our new millennia.

In this document we hope to not only cement Mr. Robertsk and keep it as the
outstanding pioneering effort of The History of Ro&wmunty Tennessee that it remains
to be today but also we hope to add to it with our own coation to his efforts in a way
that if Mr. Roberts were still with us today, | amresine would have also come to the
same conclusions that we have. If you are inteslaatand/or conducting a study of
Daniel Mason, Nathaniel Mason or Jane (Mason) Jeffeny will need to have access to
what Snyder Roberts has written in his books. Thelohés are the exciting legacy of
this brilliant man’s life and his excellent knowledgatthe has left for us all.

Our Three Mason Family Branches

The three branches of the Mason Family we are goingetiyodiscuss are these:

The Captain John Mason Family of Massachutsetts. Enysearly Mason
Family branch is attributed with the founding of the Gi®ate of New Hampshire with
some family members (during the Rev. War) living in Bastdassachutsetts. One of
which, “Lieutenant” Colonel David Mason, was commandirepfge Washington’s
Armory in Springfield, Massachutsetts. We are only no@mg this man so that
historians and genealogists and other readers of this @mtwn not confuse him with
the second David Mason who was (Full) Colonel David MasicSussex County
Virginia. Both of these David Mason'’s wrote to and reediletters from His Excellency
George Washington during the Revolutionary War and should bEOdonfused with
each other. Both of their father’'s names were Johsodand both of their father’s
military ranks (Captain) are identical.

Our Target Mason Family branch is that of Captain Mason of Pasquotank
Precinct, North Carolina. He is the only known sosifJohn Mason (b. 1640 in
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England d. unknown). Sir John Mason came to the Viag@olony as one of the 18
Mason Family members that accompanied Capt. George Ntatiosm “Exodus of the
Royals” on the ship “Assurance” in 1651. They came to thler@ies to escape the
English ruler Oliver Cromwell after Cromwell's overthv of Parliament, King Charles
1% and the English Monarchy.

Among these “self exiled” and disguised Mason Family mesbed a few
friends totaling 18, was Sir John Mason | of England.

His Grandchildren, the sons of Captain John Mason Il (1693)&fsbhis wife,
Elizabeth Macon (1698-1763) of the Pasquotank Precinct of Kkamtblina, specifically,
Major John Mason Il (b. 1 Nov 1717 d. 1785) and his wifedeth Briggs Chappell (b.
July 1722 d. Nov 1799) are who we believe gave descendancy tiwreeiMason Family
members; Daniel, Nathaniel and Jane Mason. (Note: Wertvfleund any documented
proof of their births indicating so but we believe thésee to be brothers and sister,
descending from Major John Il Mason’s son John Masoofl8ussex County and
Cumberland Parish, Lunenburg County, Virginia area.)

The third Mason Family branch we will touch on is thb€apt. George Mason.
Captain George Mason (1626-1686), born in Staffordshire, Eshglai626 belonged to
the family of Masons of Warwickshire who lived at "MasCroft," Stratford-on-Avon.
This is the old Elizabethan seat of the Mason fam@apt. George Mason, one of the
progenitors of the Mason family of Virginia, was a rigtaand Loyal to King Charles in
Cromwell's contest between his forces and those oKthg. Heestablished his family
seat at Accokeek Plantation in 1655, which was in WestimmudeCounty at the time,
which later became Stafford after another county wasdd from Westmoreland.
Accokeek was on the Dogue’s Neck peninsula but adjacentutdher inland, Gunston
Hall would be built later and become the home of C@pbrge Mason’s great grandson
son, George Mason IV, who penned Virginia’s Bill of Rigyduring the Revolutionary
War which also served as the model for the “Bill afjfRs” annexed to our own
“Declaration of Independence” from the English Crown.

This George Mason IV had a brother named William Masba settled his own
family seat at Norfolk, Virginia. We will also mentimne of William’s descendants,
Sam Mason, as his later years in life as a Rivat®won the Ohio, ran prior to and
sometimes parallel to, in place and time, to thataiiBl, Nathaniel and Jane Mason
from 1790 to 1804.

The distribution of the Mason Family was all up and dokenEastern Seaboard
of The American Colonies from New Foundland and Maing&doth Carolina. This
Family also went to the Island of Barbados just offAh@erican Colonial Coast, which
was used as an English shipping port of the High Seas stagiag point by many
Slaver’s who shipped their precious cargos of slaves taeg laeing Kidnapped basically
from their own tribes in Africa, to the American ©nles. Also there were Mason Family
members that made their way “Around the Horn” to settkustralia, another English
Possession like Tai Pai and Hong Kong were on theragtagher side of the Planet.

Soil’? It was Sir Walter Raleigh’s defeat of the Bisa Armada in the English Channel
during the reign of Queen Elizabeth, that gave the Emgfieir domination and power
over the Bounding Main in the 15 and 1600’s that allowed tizeclaim other lands in
the world as Possessions of England. Of course mgstuodll might remember that just



a few years prior to his defeat of the Armada, Sir Wdttaeigh had already claimed
The Virginia Colony in the America’s in Honor of iEdbeth, “England’s Virgin Queen”.

There were many English Royalists, in disguise of euhat escaped
Cromwell’s rule (and the Headsman'’s Ax) who found difel existence in one or another
of England’s many territories and possessions aroungdhld during the “Migration of
the Royalists” (1650-1655). The Mason’s who migrated tovinginia Colony did so on
the ship “Assurance” in 1651. The members of the Masonyand a few friends
totaling 18 people, dispersed quickly into different parthefcolony. Sir John Mason,
who had eventually settled South of James Island inabgudtank Precinct of North
Carolina, arrived in the Colony (also in disguise) visio of his closest friends; One, a
Knight of the House of Peyton and tHe, 22 Knight of the House of Skipwith (see the
Skipwith Family research).

In essenceygtitimot specifically mentioned
in History, it appears as though these escapees’ ofWztisiRule took upon
themselves a sort of “Self Exile” to keep their liveagland’s loss of these fine people
however, was America’s gain later on during the Revahatiy War years of our new
nation as instead of remaining “Torie” with a loyalitty England; many turned
Republican and fought against England for the cause of AameFiceedom and
Independence.

| need to explain a bit of our own research history tagbeveryone up-to-date
about it.

| am a descendant of John Milligan Il of Triadelphia,st\irgina. He had
migrated to the Missouri (later Arkansas) Territory in 18%6@raveling to the homes of
the Culp Brothers who were sons of Daniel Culp and His, wésther Chapline who
migrated from Shepardstown, (West) Virginia to Cynthidtentucky about 1781.

John made it to the Missouri Territory and eventualttlest into the area of
Reeds Creek that was in Old Lawrence County. By 1818 henhatkd Eda Jeffery, a
daughter of James Jeffery of England and his wife Jas®M Eda was born in the year
1800 in East Tennessee as she writes on her census tieadanastarted this research
many years ago first by discovering the paternal sidelof 0 Milligan’s life and after
meeting my research collaborate, Pat (Milligan) Spneatset off to study the maternal
side of my Milligan Branch.

We had no idea at all back then that by following JansdWa history from
Batesville, Arkansas to the early history of eastenriessee that we would run into the
history of a man by the name of Thomas Jefferson Mastoudon County, Tennessee.

Some of the other emmentioned however will go on
to play important rolls in our Daniel and Polly Brasheah#dren’s futures. Have you
noticed the names of Thomas and William Scott?duisbelief at this time that William
Scott other than playing an important roll in establishirglibundary line in
Tennessee’s “Squabble Lands” between Tennessee and Kehtuagkylso the
“Ascendant” of Thomas Jefferson Mason’s (Daniel’'s Botly Brashear’s son) wife
whose name was Eliza Scott.

Daniel is listed
as being a soldier from Aug. 31 to 3 Dec. 1793 in a compameafCommanded by
Captain Morgan Murry and the Regiment of men belongedetdvilitia from Virginia’s
southwestern lands of Washington County Virginia. €hgfa strong indication here that
Daniel had fought in the Battle of King’s Mountain. Netiel Mason was not on this list.

Nathaniel Mason would be the youngest of the three.






Then too is this next document found by the Historian Snigdderts, which
listed Daniel Mason, John Gilliland and a Nathiel (84@son, and others who signed this
“Petition” to raise a new County (Roane) by dividingakrCounty on the 4 of October
1799. This is the first Document that we found Nathanieddvicon dated 1799.
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Continuing on in years to 1802, we found the next docunhantg one of the
first Roane County Tax lists for the newly create@m®County. It's dated 1802 and
names a host of very interesting people that weiteopéine company of men serving
under Capt. John Walker. The readers should notice theshere of Phillip Brashears,
Stephen Rice and Alexander Scott besides Daniel and Ndthksgen. When
researching the wives of Daniel and Nathaniel Mason, ytbuun into the histories of
these other men.

We can't figure out why Thomas Jefferson Mason isdistethe preceding
Document.

The article | am including below is about a man, nanierofs. W. Ray (George
Washington Ray). He was living most of his life in Ful@ounty, Arkansas and was a
relative of the Ray’s listed in the graves list; liébge he was a brother. The document
below also lists a supporting statement for us in oliefd@at “Our” Daniel Mason,
brother to Jane Mason, Father of T. J. Mason of Loulennessee was very closely
related to General Winfield Scott. In fact, Daniel, iNatiel and Jane Mason and Gen.
Scott were Cousins to each other.

Dr. G. W. Ray, a prominent medical practitioner of Fulton County, Ark., was born in
Davidson County, Tenn., May 8, 1831, being a son of Henry D. and Lamora (Glasgow)
Ray, who were born in Brunswick County, Va., and Davidson County, Tenn., January 9,
1800, and 1808, and died in the latter State in 1865 and 1873, respectively. The father
removed with his parents to Tennessee when fourteen years of age, his father being
Patrick Henry Ray, a native of either Scotland or Ireland—not definitely known which
(Scotland for sure). He was a soldier in the Revolutionary War, and died in Virginia. The
maternal grandparents, Jesse and Catherine Glasgow, were of Scotch descent, and were
born in North Carolina. Jesse was also a Revolutionary soldier and was an officer in the
Continental army. Dr. G. W. Ray is the eldest of seven children, two sons and one
daughter now living. After receiving his early education in the academic schools of
Tennessee he adopted medicine as his profession and entered upon its practice in his
native State in 1856. At the same time, he was in the wholesale liquor business, following
other occupations at various times until 1877, when he left Tennessee and moved to
Stoddard County, Mo. Seven years later, he came to Fulton County, Ark. In 1868 he
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wedded Miss Susan Browning, who was born in Robertson County, Tenn., but she lived
only two years after her marriage. On December 18, 1888, he took for his second wife
Mrs. A. C. Jeffrey, nee Cunningham. Mr. August Curran Jeffrey (the Grandson of Jane
(Mason) Jeffery and son of Jehoiada Jeffery, Jane’s first born son) was a very intelligent
and influential citizen and was the author of a descriptive history of Fulton and Izard
Counties, being the editor of a newspaper in the latter county. He and his wife (now Mrs.
Ray) became the parents of three sons and one daughter: Curren, Lulu, Robert and
Mitchell. In 1862 Dr. Ray recruited a company of soldiers in Robertson County, Tenn.,
and served as its captain until near the close of the war. He was also assistant surgeon
of his regiment, and was in the battles of Fort Donelson and others. He is now a
Democrat in his political views, but was formerly a Whig, and cast his first presidential
vote for Gen. Scott. He is a member of the I. O. O. F., and for many years has been one
of the active and successful practitioners of the county.

How is it possible that the Ray Family descendants of the Ray Family individual's who are buried
in T. J. Mason’s Cemetery find their way to the family of Jane Mason living in north Arkansas?

| have come to believe during the research of my ownlyatmt when a
genealogist or historian concentrates their studyfafraly, they tend to study more about
the Male side of the family. Of course, this stylewiting only gives us 50% of the
family’s story. So, in this chapter, we are going tomhaiocus on the history of Jane
Mason, the wife of Old James Jeffery. Everyone elsetimned herein are to be
considered as associated family’s who contributed greatlye history about her.

| first started to hear about Jane Mason in thgear of my youth by the stories of
my own Grandmother, Goldie Bell (Inez) Milligan. Simed to tell us kids about Jane
Mason. She would say things like, “Jane Mason was a godottor woman.” “She used
to help other folks when they were sick or needed hkeelfpto give birth to their
children”. Then she would go on to say, sitting thereemfiont porch swing in Hoxie,
Arkansas with a cloth of snap beans in her lap she wag tmcook for our supper, “Jane
Mason was a tough pioneer woman and was smart as d Wbithat Grandma ever saw
Jane or knew her personally but the stories she us# tstabout Jane were hand-me-
down, old time Arkansas Ozark Hills stories that shelbarned herself from her own
time creating our own branch of the John Milligan Ihfg; well, you know how folks
would talk at church and gatherings about family. Therg @v@n mention that Jane, in
her early years of life, had ties back to Thomas Jeadfés Family somehow. Well, | was
curious to say the least; close ties to one of ourd¥ess? How exciting.

Then, when | started to keep a family record of my dvdiscovered allot more
about Jane as time passed on and the truth is, thel lear@ed about her by reading the
stories of other family members and descendants of trelyfake me, | wanted to know
more. | am still fascinated about Grandmother Jane andih my 58' year of age.

Previous writers claim that Jane was born in or neagd€on, Virginia in 1769.
We however have come to the conclusion by readingtdhes written by Jehoiada J.
Sams, that Jane Mason was probably born around thefdkifenton, Virginia today in
Campbell County, Virginia, which was called Kingston,gifma in Old Dominion
Virginia. Kingston (Virginia) was also the name of aykarge Plantation in Southern
Virginia that belonged to the Walker Family, which Caleihn Walker of Daniel and
Nathaniel's military history in Roane County Tennesseseeleds from. Jane Mason was
born in 1769 as her grandson recalls in his writings ohbar and not in Alexandria as
some folks claim. Kingston, Virginia wasn't really dibt close to Alexandria given the
modes of transportation in those years. Then J.nds §aes on to tell us that she was
“married” at Alexandria, Virginia in 1789. Well, quite fidy, we believe him claiming
that Jane was born near Kingston, Virginia just sostheaMason’s Mills in “Old”
Sussex County, Virginia of 1769. There is good reasonlieveehat Jane told him
herself where she was born and where she was mareakd.out a modern day map of
Virginia and find Allenton in Campbell County. Running nootlt of town is Mason
Road. Find where Mason Road intersects with Chappell Réram this point go north 2
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miles and on the left is a fishing resort of some kirehfras we can tell). This is the
location of Mason’s Mills and the Mason’s Mill Porglspread out in front of you. Nearby
to this Mill (to the west) is the birthplace of Janaddn.

We have heard and read, in allot of different stohes her character was of being

self-aware person at an early age in her life and, leidser adult years, when she knew

She was a finely educated person in her time compamdst From very early in
her married life, she loved her children well but she alss a tough and rugged
Pioneerin” Woman that knew how to handle herself infitbetier with Indians and white
folks alike. If her kids got out of hand, she let them kiitowder Family up-bringing
taught her that growing through her childhood during the Regoary War years. | have
to laugh a bit as I'll bet she gave OI' James Jeffemynafor his money too, poor guy; he
was the Man of the family sure when he was thergbass who ruled the roost when
James Jeffery was away making a living for his family?

Eda and Lavina Jeffery and the rest of Jane’s childraldct have had a finer
mother and life skills teacher. She was soft, lovingtander when she needed to be as we
discovered when she heard the jury verdict of herssowirder trial, shooting and killing a
man named “Henderson” to keep his father, James, framg lséot. In tears of relief, she
fell to the floor and wept in happiness at the Jury’s “Satlty” verdict. Then again, she
was also a tough and rugged person when she needed to bbdikshe and her family
traveled across the eastern half of the country, wugir the Kentucky wilderness and all
the way into the lllinois Territory finally crossinbe Great Mississippi into the Missouri
Territory. She too braved the New Madrid Earthquake in Dbeewf 1811 while they
lived in Union County lllinois and the stories of Indiaattes in the Northwestern Theater
of the War of 1812. Then there was the uncertainty allapust have felt Pioneering their
way into the vast western Kentucky wilderness whenJgffery’s first started out to the
city of Elizabethtown (Hopkinsville) in 1802 (with NathanMéason and his new wife)
with its many wide rivers to cross with a wagon loa#id$ tugging at her skirt hems.

Eda Jeffery, later the wife of John Milligan Il of &delphia, West Virginia,
traveled with her family across country from Fort 8wmwest Point too and saw Jane
Mason in action “on the Trail”. Throughout Jane’s lihis “dynamic” of personal
pioneering strengths were handed down to Jehoiada, L&dasand the rest of her
children. Eda had raised all of John Milligan’s kids and digther than fair job of it. So
did all of Jane’s children with their own families amtlen they went off to be married to
have families of their own, Jane’s boys and girleeglwould be expected to live in the
hostile Ozark wilderness of Northeastern Arkansasrtd fer their own children as well.

Still many people who knew Jane Mason claimed thatwhs a breath of fresh
air’ in the backwoods Ozark wilderness of OI' Lawre@munty and by the end of this
essay, you'll think so too.

There are not many of them but still are a few othecgs of evidence that we can
place into this document that links Jane Mason to hehérs, Daniel Mason of Roane
County Tennessee history and his son, Thomas Jefferseon\dd Mason Place in
Loudon County, Tennessee and Nathaniel Mason of JacksontyCd ennessee and his
son Samuel Mason.

The first document in her life or rather the firgstdence we have discovered about
her, we discovered at the Library of Virginia. ItsMaund in the R. Bolling Batte
Biographical Card index of Mason family members and isvehioelow.

This card is the first reference of her. If you natites and the next card in Batte’s
series of two cards, is the reference to her baptidatalof 4 April 1774. We know it is
her baptismal because the very next card in Robert’8attkex as shown on the next
page names her God Parents as the Rev. William Wydidiarwife Jacobina and John
Mason IV’s sister, Rebecca. Jane’s actual birth yeer giwen to us by J. J. Sams in his
writings of her in the late 1880’s indicating that shesvorn in 1769 in Kingston,

Virginia (Old Dominion). He, more than Likely, got thistddrom the lips of Jane Mason
herself during his own life of knowing her first hand.
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The card also states that she was refered to “Eiza’dn Jane Parham’s Will
however; This was kind of a nick name because Jarst&y svas named Elizabeth Jane
Mason and we think this is a short reference and her sists called Elizabeth around
their home.

Also, there is no other place in this Mason Family Wiexe the “Jane” naming
convention exists. Only from the descendants of JarfeaRedid we find this and
incidentally, in the Parham family genealogy also leesnaming convention of Daniel
and Nathaniel not to mention the link to a man name tbilkes Jefferies who married
Mary Mason.

Jane Mason (Grandmother Jeffrey) had a Great Migeed Mary Mason who was
the daughter of Thomas Jefferson Mason and his wife Elizott) Mason (Eliza’s sister
married a Kerr) of Loudon County, Tennessee. Mary Masmsithe Granddaughter of
Jane’s brother, Daniel Mason and his wife, Mamie (Y&Pplly” Brashear.

Mary Mason had gone on in life to marry a Mr. Presioetlearlier, during the Civil
War years of our nation’s history, Mary Jane Masouldaurture and bring back to
health, a man named Ambrose Jeffery, who was a Graatd&on to Jane Mason, who
carried the Mason Family name into the West; toMiesouri Territory in 1816.

Ambrose Jeffery, a Grandson of Jehoiada Jefferye{gdinst-born child), would
write letters home to his Parents during the Civil Wde. have managed to get the
transcripts of two of these Jeffrey Family keepsakes. I'fof these 2 letters dated
October of 1862, he had written from Cumberland Gap to henparMiles and Sarah
(Williams) Jeffery in Arkansas, while he was servingha Confederate Army then in
Tennessee. He wrote of having “Kin” in Louden County, Tenmeea$® he had been
fortunate enough meet the previous August (1861) when his Cortedalitary unit
was there in Loudon during Winter Quarters. The Loudon GoDehsus of 1860,
show’s this man to be Thomas Jefferson Mason b. 1 T886 in Roane County,
Tennessee.

Ambrose wrote that Thomas Jefferson Mason, “A UnianMwas “nephew of Old
Grandmother Jeffrey” who he (and everyone in thelfasmce then) knew as Jane
Mason.

Also, it is said that another Mason family descendanted Edmund McQueen, who
later resided at the Thomas Jefferson Mason horbheudon, had a letter from T. J.
Mason’s daughter, Mary Mason, talking about her cousin As#deffery being nursed
back to health at her home in Loudon close to the etitkdiVar after he had been
released from a Union Federal Prison at Rock Islavda kan the Mississippi across from
[llinois. This is somewhat confirmed within the secoritelehere posted below.

Ambrose Jeffery’s ®lLletter is transcribed as follows:

Cumberland Gap, Tennessee
October 28, 1862

My Dear Parents,

| have concluded to write you a line this morning, althoughvéheery little hopes of it
reaching you; | have written so many and have heard ofdisiruction before they
reached you. | send this by Mr. Tucker, and hope you wiliigéle have seen a
considerable portion of the Southern Confederacy sindefieome, and have endured a
great amount of hardship and suffering. | can’t do mone thark out the route (or a
portion of it) that we have traveled since we left Tup®less. We went from there by
railway to Mobile, thence to Montgomery, thence tost\M@oint, Atlanta and Dalton, Ga.,
to Chattanooga, Tennessee, from there we went to Lowdtrm 30 miles of Knoxville.
From Lowden we have taken it a foot all the time. \Me@ed into the rear of the Gap,
and captured Gen. Morgan’s supply trains, and hemmed himtbhe Gap. We then
marched north to Richmond. There we caught the Yankebsavatrger force than ours,
fought them all day, and killed and wounded and capturediadi Bew. From there we
went to Lexington, Georgetown, Cynthiana, and Williamstoawa to within three miles
of Covington, opposite Cincinnati. The Yankees had aboutdofive times our force,
and were well fortified, yet we had them scared soyodmdit they were afraid to come
out and fight us on fair ground. We stayed there tworeetdays, when we fell back
slowly to Georgetown. From that time on we were kepfiooced marches from one
place to another, expecting a fight nearly every daty, fimally, the boasting Bragg
ordered a general skedaddle back to Tennessee. This raiemtacky has been a great
benefit to us, although we had to retreat. We captured atibged a great amount of
Federal provisions. We supplied ourselves with Federal wagmhsnules, and we
captured large amount of clothing and shoes and brought anlaysva large quantity of
Ky. Jeans and linsey. We completely destroyed one,araptured a surplus of arms and
ammunition, and added thousands of Ky recruits to our aeyare now at the
celebrated Cumberland Gap, one of the strongest plates world. There never will be
a battle fought here, for no General would be fool endagtitack it. Gen. Morgan
slipped out of here and reached the Ohio in spite of alGamerals could do. The fact is,
we had too many Yankee troops to contend with, or he woulddene up sure.

A snow fell here yesterday 8 inches deep, yet the tinshezarly as green as ever. That is

Both of these transcribed letters we had received &deifrey Family descendant
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currently living in Tulsa, Oklahoma in September of 2008.

These letters, interesting as they are, claimThamas Jefferson Mason was a
“Union Man” just as we discovered Dr. G. W. Ray tobyevoting for Gen. Scott in his
bid for the American Presidency. It could be said thatmid®Jefferson Mason, the
Union Man he was reported to be by his neighbors and hieGerdte relatives from out
west, may have held his beliefs in the Union becaudeegbtominence of his father’s
cousin thru the family of Ann Mason, General Winfielcb8. These people were
Abolitionists living in Tennessee.

An interesting question arises when this is considerdd a4l explain. Colonel
David Mason of Sussex County, the son of Capt. John Miswas married to a woman
by the name of Mary Epps of Virginia. Her Epps familye arf the oldest in Virginia
history, owned three plantations south of Richmond; Appaxaftanor and Weston
Manor, both on the Appomattox River and the Plantat@ied Eppington.

General Ulysses S. Grant, during the Civil War, usedhthise at Appomattox Manor
as a headquarters when the Army of the Potomac moveld gitlie Appomattox River.
We don’t see much Civil War history at Weston Manaalbbut Eppington is a different
story all-together. This Epps Family plantation wasdbentry retreat in earlier years of
President Thomas Jefferson. He enjoyed its locatiomgls® close to Richmond and
when he had free time to rest, instead of going all theheane to Albemarle Parish,
where he use to be a Burgess before he became Prebgl@duld come to Eppington
instead.

The Civil War history of Eppington according the U.Stiblaal Park Service was an
integral station in the renound “Underground Railroad’ldtsition, once again, to
Richmond, allowed Abolitionists to transport Slaves trymgs$cape to the north thru
Richmond to more northerly locations in the countryitgrs to this Plantation today can
witness for themselves this part our national histod/the prominent roll Eppington
played in it.

Considering the location of Mason Place in Loudon, Tesew, not very far at all
from Eppington to the southwest and owned by the descendbtine same Mason
Family, | have to wonder if there is any chance athalt Mason Place was a “Front
Line” contact of the Underground Railroad too. Interestivegpry isn’t it? With T. J.
Mason being the “Union Man” that he was, | would thinknieey have thought about it;
seriously. 1 would love one day to explore this theorkigtory. Mason Place however,
may have been too far south to play any significantmdte Railroad at all, as
mysterious and as secretive as it would have been backhe Civil War years but
reading Ambrose Jeffery telling his father how T. JsMahelped him to be released
from the Union Prison at Rock Island and then T. J.dvigmying for him to go to
Loudon to recover his health after his release, is enarglsfall to realize that T. J.
Mason was a very good Man and cared a great deal féarhiy no matter what side of
the Slavery issue they found themselves on. Daniel amg Faton raised T. J. well,
wouldn’t you say?

Their being in Alexandria places them close to Wilkdnorg, Virginia where Col. David
Mason had lived many years of his life while a Burgesbedvirginia House of
Burgesses from Sussex County and as the CommanderXdthrginia Line
Regiment of Foot during the Rev. War years.

J. J. Sams, Lavina Jeffery’s son, must have beert@béanember the stories Jane
Mason told him during his younger years of life.

Then too, born to J. J. Sams’ Uncle Jehoiada Jeffeeyfirst-born son of James and
Jane Mason Jeffery was August Curran Jeffery (A. @Gerd@fwho was also a writer of
Northeast Arkansas Family History. He had written saary interesting articles of the
Jeffery Family that supplied genealogists and researahier this family, with some
excellent history to start with. If you are studying Jleéfery Family History, you need to
read and become familiar with the works of these &gffiamily writers and historians.

By proving this relationship between Daniel Mason of Rdaoenty and Jane Mason
of Mt. Olive, Arkansas, we are inclined to place hehw Family that Daniel is proved to
come from and visa versa.

Early on with the
writers of the history of East Tennessee, there baea references that Nathaniel “might
be” the brother of Daniel Mason of Roane County Tereed3ue in part | think of
finding Nathaniel's and Daniel's names on the petitionofgpeople dated 1799, who
wanted to establish Roane County out of Knox County. Theyboth had married into
the Brashear Family. Then there was both DanielsNathaniel’s names on the 1802
tax list that came from their being part of Captainnd@falker’'s Company in and around
Fort Southwest Point. Since then other evidence hamtme known that supports this
claim of brotherhood between Daniel and Nathaniel.

Foremost in this support, is the history of Jane Maatbio, by the discovery of an
old Civil War era letter written by her great grands@amfrtCumberland Gap, Tennessee
tells us that she was the Aunt of Thomas Jeffersasavl of Loudon, Tennessee. You
can see the reflection of her family members by heevasad her husband, James Jeffrey,
named their own children. Is there a son named Danied? [¥ there a son named
Nathaniel? Yes, once again. So Nathaniel's family hydb@comes evident in the Living
history and names of Jane Mason’s own children. What evidence is there?

Currently, actual court records confirm the story offfdatel Mason, indicating that
the sheriff of Knox County was sent out to serve spagers on him to appear in the
Knox County Court. So the Sheriff went out, scouredctienty to find him and came
back to inform the court that Nathaniel was no wheresttobind in or around Knox
County. This was in 1802 after his marriage in 1801 to PhBedshear. (Author’s Note:
we believe that Nathaniel Mason did marry “A” Pho&pashear in 1801 but his Phoebe
Brashear was NOT the daughter of Robert Samuel BradWatraniel's Phoebe
Brashear was the daughter of another Brashear).nitssase though Nathaniel simply
vanishes. Well this is due in part because the people ceggaiNathaniel Mason and
Daniel Mason’s family don’t yet realize or know the brgtof Daniel and Nathaniel’s
sister, Jane Mason and her husband, James Jefiwéytdll you all what Pat and | have
come to discover about Nathaniel's and Jane’s earlyriistdife and will take you thru
their partial pioneering trail that started in Nortar@ina in 1789 and ended with their
arrival in the Missouri Territory in 1816.

The stories handed down to many of us Jeffrey Familyethelsats are from the
writings of J. J. Sams (Jane Mason’s grandson) and AugOstuan Jeffery (A. C.
Jeffery also a Jane Mason Grandson).

J. J. Sams tells us in his writings for instanc¢ daae Mason had married James
Jeffrey, an Englishman, in Alexandria, Virginia in 178t such is mentioned about
them earlier than this. After their marriage, theyetto Rutherford County North
Carolina where they do indeed show up on the 1790 censugheri®rd County as this
is where their first born son Jehoiada is born tialy when you look at the census
sheet Jane and James are shown with more childrede¢harada. By 1800 however we
know that my own great grandmother, Eda Jeffery whaiethdohn Milligan 11, tells us
on “All"” of her census declarations up to 1850 that she was ibdhe year 1800 in
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Knoxville, Tennessee. So this places Jane Mason innbawlle area (Fort Southwest
Point) in that year. We know too that Daniel and NathdWason were already there;

Daniel as early as 1793 in Southwest Virginia in Washin@ouanty. Then the both of
them show up on a list of Petitioners who signed theicheat in the hopes of creating
Roane County, Tennessee.

James Jeffrey and his brothers Jesse (Ol Jekseyan Counterfitter according to J.
J. Sams, Jeffrey Family historical writings), Capteiniah Jeffrey (was an Indian Killer
mentioned in the early Atlanta, Georgia court recordtshn Jeffrey (also known as an
Indian Killer as he went out seeking revenge forsdneage slaying of his wife and
children at the hands of some Indians. He left his anjliassignment, against the wishes
of his commanders, to track down his families killevgye all in this area together.

Knoxville is where the Jeffrey Boys go their own setmregays in life. James (Old
Jim) with his wife Jane Mason and children and his bralasse with his family (who
preceded James and Jane Mason on their journey intodsteiy Kentucky Wilderness,
take jobs with Judge Richard Henderson’s “Transylvania Conigé&atgr the Henderson
Land Company) “Overseeing” a farming operation in Elizaf@etvn (Hopkinsville) and
later in Henderson, Kentucky both of which were lodat the time, in Christian
County, Kentucky. Later in 1808, James Jefferies will enthws Farming operation to
Henderson City and onto Diamond Island (a land holdingsdh Alves who was a
close friend of General Sam Hopkins who also movedanmsly to Henderson) in the
Ohio River just downstream from Henderson, Kentucky. Wherdéeffery’s left Fort
Southwest Point for Elizabeth Town (Hopkinsville) itsaghortly after Eda Jeffery’s
birth in 1800; Probably in 1802 / 1803, if I'm not mistaken thigkieut the same time
that Nathaniel Mason seems to have disappeared f@kribx County Sheriff's search
for him. Jesse Jeffrey had left for Elizabeth Townieathan James and Jane (Mason)
Jeffrey in about 1798 thru 1800 time period.

The only Route of travel during this period to Elizabetwiidrom Fort Southwest
Point is one that Nathaniel Mason would have known, welng in the Military with
Capt. John Walker’'s Company stationed at Fort Southwest.

After James Jeffrey had moved the Hopkins’ and Alveshiiag operation to
Diamond Island in the Ohio River in 1808, Nathaniel Masoa whs living near Fort
Blount Tennessee, went to Nashville and here he woulghrigje military and be
assigned to the Company of men also established in 1808 amah&@wled by Captain
Abraham A. Massias. It was called Massid®Gbmpany of the Rifle Regiment. After
his enlistment, Nathaniel would head east with Massiash@any. Andy Jackson’s
Route for his “Rag Tag” Army to East Tennessee, Spdti@ida, southern Georgia and
the Mississippi Territory during the War of 1812 (The Pawar, The Seminole War,
The Creek War and the Battle of Horseshoe Bend) would w8 way from Nashville
through Lawrence County Tennessee and on to other Teen€ssinties on their way
eastward. Nathaniel we believe went back to Knox Courdylethhis wife and children
there while he went to fight in Spanish East Florilaey would be safe there with her
family while he went off to fight in the “Patriot Wani Spanish East Florida against the
English, who had moved their Navel operations to Amislend on the northeast Florida
coast. In this company of Capt. Massid&'Rifle Regiment, Nathaniel Mason would be
on hand to suffer the defeats of Massias’ engagemetitsivei over-powering British
forces. Finally, after retreating to Fort Peter andrdfte British had left to points further
in Florida and Southern Georgia in the Gulf of Mexit® 4" Rifle Regiment would be
incorporated into the*IRifle Regiment, also commanded by Capt. Massias. oeyd
return to Amelia Island and it would be Capt. Abrahams$wesswho would lower the
American Flag for the last time on Amelia Island agidim control of the island back to
the Spanish.

Prior to this engagement, Florida caught the eye otongressional “Jay Hawkers”
and they wanted to persuade Congress to annex Florida tintted States and thus
America’s incursion into this War to keep this land frfatfing into British control.
Massias and his men, after the Patriot War in Flomaayld prepare to march southwest
to the St Mary’s River in Southern Georgia to keephesh from coming ashore in
Pensacola, Florida and in Southern Georgia. They wouldifygorted by a battalion of
men commanded by a man named Lieut. Col. Scott. The fiidassias’ ' Rifle
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Regiment would also be on hand to fight in TReéS&minole and Creek Wars with Andy
Jackson and hundreds more of his “Tennessee Volunteers”.

After the Creek War, (which was an attempt by the Bhdb link up with this Indian
tribe after the Indian Chief, Tecumseh, would go soanthtay to incorporate this tribe
into his Confederated tribes of the north to fight agantste expansionism) these
Tennessee Volunteers would get called on to fight the ‘Re&ks” at the Battle of
Horseshoe Bend which took place in (Alabama and Missisaibjgh was at the time
called the Mississippi Territory) Mississippi State tpdafter those engagements, Andy
Jackson’s Backcountry army including Massia@sRifle Regiment would travel once
more and find themselves at the Battle of New Orlead81%. This famous and
supposed “Final Battle” of the War took place “after” theaty of Ghent had already
been signed in Europe officially ending the War. The Wfak812 was “Officially” over
but the treaty had not yet been ratified by the Amar€angress so the Battles and small
skirmishes of this “Forgotten” War continued well into 18IBe actual last shots of the
War of 1812 were fired both on land and at sea in thetGtaée of Georgia and our
Nathaniel Mason would make his way back to Roane andaa¢ksunty Tennessee and
by 1820 (as indicated on the Census) Nathaniel would be lividgcikson County once
more.

Well, aside from the William Christmas land grantulment shown above from
Tennessee and signed by Tennessee Governor Joseph Mbldihaniel Mason also
received a Federal Land Grant for fighting throughowt War of 1812. These Federal
Land Grants, given to the men who fought for Americagwecated in the Arkansas
Territory west of the Mississippi River as shown oa iext page.
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Now, if you will look close at Nathaniel's Land granbin Tennessee you will notice
that it was surveyed in October of 1814. Nathaniel woutdecto claim this 7 acre
parcel on Hugh Swearingen’s land after the War was, gvebably late in 1815 early
1816. Then if all of you history buffs out there would takeak at the Jackson County
Census for 1820 you will find Nathaniel Mason (actually his@aras misspelled and he
is called out as Nathan Meeson) and Daniel Mason osetime census sheet. We haven't
seen these two names together on a Document since 1802hgke two men were
much younger living in Roane County Tennessee.

As it turns out Daniel Mason’s first wife, Polly Bressar had passed away in 1818
and Daniel Mason married hi&%avife, Martha “Patsy” Hicks in 1819. The people
present on the 1820 Jackson County Census are Daniel anaviusfeéVartha Hicks
and some of Daniel’s children from hi€ tharriage to Mamie Polly Brashear.

During the late 1820’s, Nathaniel Mason and a few of higr&m had then moved to
the Memphis Area. They are shown there on the 183QseW#e can confirm this is our
Nathaniel because just before his move to Memphisatiddit the congregation of his
church. He and his family were members of the SpringlkCBegtist Church in Jackson
County Tennessee and their records show his involveménth@m as shown in the
next document. Nathaniel's reference (on the secoret)sisedated Saturday, August 4
1829 and the next reference is OctoB&ri829 when he is dismissed from the church
“by letter”. The church used to write out letters folké who were moving so they could
present it to their new church wherever that would Heeen. We did not look for a
church in Memphis that Nathaniel’'s family may havermded but we know he was there
in 1830 because he is listed there on the County ceasasls. The Church’s records of
Nathaniel are on the following 2 pages.
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Well, Nathaniel Mason and his family didn’t stay longMemphis either and by
1836 he is back in Jackson County and living on his origiedré William Christmas
homestead that he was granted by the State of Tenrfes$ee War of 1812 Service.
The majority of land around him however, had changed ovaretsiow belonged to
Levy Swearingin, the brother of Hugh Swearingin whachased the parcel from Hugh



Swearingen in 1836. According to Tennessee State Recoi@d »fOfficer’s list, Hugh
Swearingin was a®iLieutenant in Massias’ Company as well and is alsMassia’s
roster of Soldiery (Tennessee State Library rec@d)good quality parchment paper, we
found this next document handed down in the same Sweafagily as Nathaniel's
Original land grant signed by Governor McMinn. Read this demnt dated 25 January
1836 carefully. In its content is the sentence, “waié Bason now lives”. This date is
just a few years prior to Daniel's death in 1839.
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In 2007, in Jackson County Tennessee on the north Bdivkasbn’s Spring”, a
cemetery was re-discovered in a portion of “Mason&dFi It is called Owen’s
Cemetery and boasts gravestones dating back to the 1770eIMiee Nathaniel Mason
was born around 1774 as was the Swearingen Family membennhay also be interred
in this cemetery.

| don’t remember their names right off but there were or three ladies involved
with transcribing the headstone information to a liat thas to be posted on one of
Jackson Counties Genealogy sites. | know the man whougatvee documents that we
are presenting here didn’t give us his permission to gsedme as a reference for this
essay and | can’t mention him to the Public Domain. | neggng myself to find the
graves of Daniel Mason along with the grave of Nathaviedon but | understand that
there were too many gravestones in Owen’s Cemeterpdiatbeen lost to time and
decay to positively identify any of them as the gravied3amiel or Nathaniel Mason. This
Cemetery does seem like it may have been the finahgeglace of these two men.

Still the question remains, “Are Daniel and Nathaniekdfg Brothers?” Perhaps not
provable by birth or death certificate any longer buteheia lot of other evidence to
suggest that they were. Jane Mason, who we can prdeettee sister of Daniel and of
whose family we had shown one of Nathaniel's songymay into would tell us so.
Samuel Mason would marry into the family of Tom and Laviudp. So, maybe Jane did
tell us so with the names of her own children. Wha pinactice of handing down names
in the family was supposed to do in the old days is led\gving History” of the
Ascendants of prior family members. Jane’s childremptdligent as she was known to
be, were supposed to be a “Living Record” of their namessakd they probably may
have even known a short story or two of the people Were named after as well.

Two of Nathaniel's daughters would also move to Arkanséigdafter their
Marriages and one of his sons, Jesse H. Mason would to&e Francoise, Missouri
with Daniel’s children from Martha Hicks close by in Sgfield, Missouri.

This essay and the new documents of proof, add a new diméaghe continual
study of these three Mason Family members; Daniel,as&hand Jane. We believe we
have discovered, as Robert Bolling Batte did, their paramdlly with at least 3 years of
research into Jane Mason'’s past and childhood, whithebyway was a simultaneous
study of Daniel Mason.

Researchers who wish to continue in this directiolason Family study really
should look closer at the Rice Family to actually teemn accurate telling to their
genealogy. Our research indicates that Stephan Ricevabcupposed to have died prior
to Nathaniel Mason marrying Phoebe Brashear in 1801 achadllyeal estate
transactions up to 1815. We think that Stephan Rice and Rednedel Brashear’s
“Phoebe Brashear”, remained married to each other tithetBrobating of Robert
Samuel Brashear’s Will, just as the Will Reads out.

There should also be an accurate genealogy creatathetJeffrey’s brothers,
which, from what our research discovered, should ptowe interesting to say the least.
Lastly, we need to dig around to see if Knox County Hasiag of which Phoebe
Brashear, Nathaniel Mason married in 1801. We think theamame married was NOT a

daughter of Robert S. Brashear but was the daughter dpBshear. Any other
conclusion will contradict the Will of Robert Samirhashear, which was probated in
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1816.

We did discover a man named Nathaniel Mason up intBGiunty (Louisville)
Kentucky who in 1811 married a woman by the name of Savedn which we thought
might be the %' wife of our Nathaniel but actually at this point, wenthhe is a
Nathaniel who descended from another line of Masoois the Northeast of our
country and is probably no relation to Our Daniel, Nataand Jane.

Thanks for taking the time to read these researchtise€ulr journey into this
fascinating history has been one of discovery and we taoge more for some of the
other families who we found making their way westward thie Missouri Territory and
across our new Nation. No one knew back in those yeaas avgreat Nation we would
become and the part they were playing in it.
